. = The drying cycle is at high
temperature

. = The drying cycle is at reduced
temperature

. @ = The item can not be tumble
dried.

13.9 Drying cycle duration

The drying time can change depending
on:

speed of the last spin

dryness level

type of laundry

weight of the load size

13.10 Additional drying

If, at the end of the drying programme,
the laundry is still damp, set a short
drying cycle again.

To avoid creases of
fabrics or shrinks of the
clothing do not over dry
the laundry.

13.11 General Tips

Refer to the «Drying programmes» table
to find the average drying times.

The experience will help you to dry the
laundry in a more correct way. Take note

To avoid the static charge at the end of
the drying cycle:
